The annual marketing and recruitment

campaign to attract HMOs to general practice and
to apply for training in rural locations was completed
recently and | 6m pl easeqd
attracted 33 first preference applications for 2008.
This consists of 8 Australian Graduates and 25
International Medical Graduates. The applications
are initially screened by GPET and ranked in order
of merit. Applicants have the opportunity to

review and change their preferences. RTPs are
then allocated applicants to interview based on their
intake quota.

The Boardods annual Educs3g
was held on the 12" June. It included a

stimulating panel discussion with Dick Stanistreet,
former Chairman of the Gippsland Water Board, lan
Needham, Board member of Gippsland Lifeline, and
Kris Honey, consultant to many not-for-profit
organisations. The discussion focused on principles
of governance and the legal, ethical and fiduciary
responsibilities of Board directors.
